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Lake Travis was created by the impounding of the Colorado River by the construction of Mansfield Dam in 1937- 41. 
The dam is 266.41 feet high. The length is 7,089.39 feet. At the base it is 213 feet thick. Ranch Road 620 built on 
top of the dam and the adjoining protective walls bring the actual height of the dam to 274 feet. The top of the 
dam is 750 feet msl. Its spillway elevation is 714 feet msl. At this elevation the lake contains 636,691,999,536 
gallons of water.

Lake Travis is 63.75 miles long, and its maximum width is 4.5 miles. The lake covers 18,929 acres, and its capacity is 
1,953,936 acre-feet. The lake is considered full at an elevation of 681.1 msl. At this elevation the lake contains 
382,092,882,600 gallons of water. There are 270 miles of shoreline around the lake. It has a maximum depth of 210 
and an average depth of 62 feet. The lakes historic high level is 710.4 feet msl on December 25, 1991. Its historic 
low level is 614.2 feet msl on August 14 1951.

For fifteen years the Lake Travis Underwater & Shoreline 
Cleanup has helped keep the waters and shoreline of
Lake Travis clean and healthy for divers, boaters, and visitors 
from central Texas all the way to our communities 
downstream. More than one thousand shoreline volunteers, 
dive volunteers, and event volunteers participate in this 
community-driven project each year, gathering approximately 
five tons of trash from the shores and waters of Lake Travis, 
including approximately 1,500 pounds of recyclable materials 
on average. The event is organized by a partnership that 
includes the Colorado River Foundation, Keep Austin Beautiful,
Travis County, and the Lower Colorado River Authority (LCRA).

The 15th Annual Lake Travis Underwater & Shoreline Cleanup 
is meeting on Sunday September 13th, 2009 from 8:00 a.m. to 
1:00 p.m. The Lake Travis Underwater & Shoreline Cleanup is 
the largest diving and shoreline cleanup initiative in Texas. The 
participants will address the cleanup on two fronts, by water 
and on land. Scuba divers and shoreline volunteers will work 
together to gather trash from the bottom of Lake Travis and 

the nine adjacent Travis County Parks. 
Following the morning cleanup is a kid-
friendly volunteer thank-you party with 
lunch, free t-shirts and prizes. Hope to see 
you there!
